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Ceplanation of the Rules and
Rubrics

mHE LITURGICAL day is the
day sanctified by liturgical
action, especially the Eucharistic
Sacrifice and the public prayer
of the Church; that is, the Di-
vine Office. It goes from mid-
night to midnight. Matins, al-
though it is called morning, is
the midnight prayer. For cause,
it may be said during the af-
ternoon hours of the preceed-
ing day, but not before fourteen
o’clock (two o’clock in the after-
noon). Lauds, since it is the
morning prayer, is said fir§t in the
morning. ‘Vespersissaidin the af-
ternoon hours. (ompline ought
to be said as the laét prayer of the
day, even if, for just cause, Matins

is said for the next day. The hours
should be prayed in order, and
in the hour of the day: Matins:
Between midnight and five in
the morning. Lauds: Between
five and six. “Prime: Around
six. Terce: Around nine. Sext:
Around noon. Ngzne: Around
three p.m. (fifteen o’clock). Ues-
pers: Around four p.m. (sixteen
o’clock). (ompline: At the end
of the day. The hours, however,
may be said when convenient;
these times are guidelines. At
the end of every psalm or canti-
cle, one makes a profound bow
and says the verse Glory be to the
Father and the response As it
was in the beginning, except that
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in the Sacred Triduum they are
omitted. After the Vespers be-
fore Septuagesima Sunday up to
the Vespers before Easter exclu-
sively, one never says the word
Alleluja. It is simply omitted
wherever it appears. Everyone
signs himself with the sign of the
cross from the forehead to the
breast and from the left shoulder
to the right wherever = appears
in the text. Thatis: in the begin-
ning of every Hour, when O God,
come to my assistance is said; ad
the verse Our help is; at the ab-
solution May the almighty af-
ter the (onfiteor in Compline; at
the beginning of the Canticles
of Zachariah, the Blessed Virgin
Mary, and Nunc dimittis; at the
blessing at the end of Prime and
Compline; and at the verse May
the divine assistance. One does
*not* sign himself at the verse
Glory be to the Father, for that
is an Eastern, not a Western, cus-
tom. Everyone signs himself on

his mouth whenever "¢ appears
in the text; that is, at the verse O
Lord, open my lips at the begin-
ning of Matins. Everyone signs
himself on his breast whenever
T appears in the text; that is, at
the verse Turn us, then in Com-
pline. Everyone §tands up to the
first verse of the fir§t psalm in the
Hour, and after the last psalm
until the end of the hour, unless
they must genuflett. Everyone
kneels at the verse (ome let us
adore in Psalm 94 in Matins; at
the verse We therefore pray thee
in the Te “Deum; and at the Final
Antiphon of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, except on Saturdays, Sun-
days, and in Eastertide. Ifitissaid
in common, the leader §tands
while he says the prayer. Every-
one is permitted to sit after the
firét verse of the fir§t psalm of the
Hour. When the Psalter is said
alone, it is permitted to §tand,
sit, and kneel as one wishes; but
these rubrics are the best rule.

For I will also confess to thee
thy truth with the in§truments
of psaltery: O God, I will sing to
thee with the harp, thou holy one
of Israel.

My lips shall greatly rejoice,
when I shall sing to thee; and my
soul which thou hast redeemed.

Yea and my tongue shall med-
itate on thy justice all the day;
when they shall be confounded
and put to shame that seek evils
to me.

IvE to the king thy judg-
ment, O God: and to the
king’s son thy justice:

To judge thy people with jus-
tice, and thy poor with judg-
ment.

Let the mountains receive
peace for the people: and the hills
justice.

I §tudied that I might know
this thing, it is a labour in my

But indeed for deceits thou
hast put it to them: when they
were lifted up thou hast cat them
down.

How are they brought to des-
olation? they have suddenly
ceased to be: they have perished
by reason of their iniquity.

As the dream of them that
awake, O Lord; so in thy city
thou shalt bring their image to
nothing.

For my heart hath been in-
flamed, and my reins have been
changed: and I am brought to
nothing, and I knew not.

I am become as a beast before
thee: and I am always with thee.

For what have I in heaven?
and besides thee what do I desire
upon earth?

For thee my flesh and my heart
hath fainted away: thou art the
God of my heart, and the God
that is my portion for ever.

For behold they that go far
from thee shall perish: thou hast
destroyed all them that are dis-
loyal to thee.
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Butitis good for me to adhere
to my God, to put my hope in
the Lord God:

That I may declare all thy
praises, in the gates of the daugh-
ter of Sion.

Remember thy congregation,
which thou hast possessed from
the beginning.

Thou hast caused judgment to
be heard from heaven: the earth
trembled and was §till,

about him bring presents.

To him that is terrible, even to
him who taketh away the spirit of
princes: to the terrible with the
kings of the earth.

How great things he com-
manded our fathers, that they
should make the same known to
their children: that another gen-
eration might know them.

The children that should be
born and should rise up, and de-
clare them to their children.
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That they may put their hope
in God and may not forget the
works of God: and may seek his
commandments.

That they may not become like
their fathers, a perverse end exas-
perating generation.

A generation that set not their
heart aright: and whose spirit
was not faithful to God.

The sons of Ephraim who
bend and shoot with the bow:
they have turned back in the day
of battle.

They kept not the covenant of
God: and in his law they would
not walk.

And they forgot his benefits,
and his wonders that he had
shewn them.

Wonderful things did he do in
the sight of their fathers, in the
land of Egypt, in the field of Ta-
nis.

He divided the sea and
brought them through: and he
made the waters to §tand asin a
vessel.

And he conducted them with
a cloud by day: and all the night
with a light of fire.

He $truck the rock in the
wilderness: and gave them to
drink, as out of the great deep.

He brought forth water out of
the rock: and made §treams run
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down as rivers.

And they added yet more sin
againt him: they provoked the
moét High to wrath in the place
without water.

And they tempted God in
their hearts, by asking meat for
their desires.

And they spoke ill of God:
they said: Can God furnish a ta-
ble in the wilderness?

Because he §truck the rock,
and the waters gushed out, and
the §treams overflowed.

he sent them provisions in abun-
dance.

And they fell in the midét of
their camp, round about their
pavilions.

So they did eat, and were
filled exceedingly, and he gave
them their desire: They were not
defrauded of that which they
craved.

As yet their meat was in their
mouth: And the wrath of God
came upon them.

They remembered not his
hand, in the day that he re-
deemed them from the hand of
him that affli¢ted them:

How he wrought his signs in
Egypt, and his wonders in the
field of Tanis.

And he turned their rivers into
blood, and their showers that
they might, not drink.

He sent amongst them divers
sores of flies, which devoured
them: and frogs which destroyed
them.

And he gave up their fruits to
the blaét, and their labours to the
locust.

And he de$troyed their vine-
yards with hail, and their mul-
berry trees with hoarfrost.

And he gave up their cattle to
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the hail, and their §tock to the
fire.

And he sent upon them the
wrath of his indignation: indig-
nation and wrath and trouble,
which he sent by evil angels.

He made a way for a path to
his anger: he spared not their
souls from death, and their cat-
tle he shut up in death.

And he killed all the fir§tborn
in the land of Egypt: the firt-
fruits of all their labour in the
tabernacles of Cham.

And he took away his own
people as sheep: and guided
them in the wilderness like a
flock.

And he brought them out in
hope, and they feared not: and
the sea overwhelmed their ene-
mies.

And he brought them into the
mountain of his san¢tuary: the
mountain which his right hand
had purchased.

And he caét out the Gentiles
before them: and by lot divided
to them their land by a line of dis-
tribution.

Yet they tempted, and pro-
voked the most high God: and
they kept not his te§timonies.

Fire consumed their young
men: and their maidens were not
lamented.

Their priests fell by the sword:
and their widows did not mourn.

And the Lord was awaked
as one out of sleep, and like a
mighty man that hath been sur-
feited with wine.

And he smote his enemies on
the hinder parts: he put them to
an everlasting reproach.

And he rejected the taberna-
cle of Joseph: and chose not the
tribe of Ephraim:

But he chose the tribe of Juda,
mount Sion which he loved.
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And he built his santuary as
of unicorns, in the land which he
founded for ever.

And he chose his servant
David, and took him from the
flocks of sheep: he brought him
from following the ewes great
with young,

To feed Jacob his servant, and
Israel his inheritance.

And he fed them in the in-
nocence of his heart: and con-
duéted them by the skilfulness of
his hands.
